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Advice for Developing a Curriculum for Literacy Students

· If multiple teachers are creating a curriculum, provide them with a template and sample unit to ensure consistency.

· Use a variety of activities that incorporate multiple intelligences.

· Incorporate materials that teach organizational, functional, and academic skills.

· Differentiate materials as there may be many levels within a literacy class. For example, lower-level students may draw rather than write multiple sentences on a topic.

· Find ways to “recycle” skills throughout units.  Literacy students need lots of reinforcement.  This approach also helps in schools with high turnover rates or rolling admissions.

· Use clip art to provide as many visual cues as possible.

· Use trade books, emergent readers, and appropriate children’s literature as part of the reading curriculum as well as a springboard for writing.

· Don’t be reluctant to use technology with students who may have little computer experience.  Look for websites that use simple language, are thematically appropriate, and reinforce vocabulary.  See attached list for some examples.

· Suggest timeframes for units.  Emphasize that teachers should be selective about activities that they use.  Suggest ways to condense and extend units.

· Make sure that teachers using the materials understand the procedures for the lesson as well as the curriculum writer’s ‘vision’ for the unit.  If possible, have monthly meetings to preview the upcoming unit.

Description:

This six – eight week unit is comprised of two sections: parts of the body and health. In the first section, students will learn body vocabulary, as well as relevant verbs and adjectives to describe a person’s appearance. The second section helps student learn health and hospital vocabulary words and apply them to different health-related situations. 

This unit was designed to provide students with basic vocabulary, word concepts and language skill development related to the parts of the body and health. Numerous visuals are included to facilitate the acquisition of necessary vocabulary.  The vocabulary concepts are reinforced through the use of vocabulary at the word, sentence and paragraph levels in various contexts. Activities introduced in this unit simulate real-life situations that help students develop communication skills through writing, reading, listening, and speaking. These activities include inquiring about health problems, filling out a medical form, and reading medicine labels. Finally, students will have the opportunity to study American culture through guided questions and class discussions about health-related issues. 

Procedure:

· Part I:  Warm-up Activities 

· Parts of the Body Introduction – The teacher presents the Parts of the Body picture (enlarged, if necessary) to the class.  The teacher then divides students into two teams standing in separate lines.  S/he calls out each part of the body, and one student from each team runs to the board to touch the correct part of the body.  The first student to identify the part of the body correctly wins a point for his/her team.

· Main Body Parts - As a written follow-up to the introductory exercise, the teacher should introduce the Main Body Parts activity, emphasizing the correct pronunciation and location of each vocabulary word.  Students may finish the activity independently or with the help of a partner.  The teacher should then check the work with the class.
· Part II:   Reading Practice 

This unit includes four titles from the It’s My Body series:  My Head; Hair; Arms, Elbows, Hands and Fingers; and Legs, Knees, Feet, and Toes. Teachers are encouraged to use My Head as a model text.  Since the other books are presented in the same format, the teacher may wish to let students read them independently, in pairs, or small groups after the initial modeling. The materials included for all texts are virtually uniform in format.  

· Preview Activities for My Head - The teacher may wish to begin the lesson by ascertaining the parts of the head that are familiar to the students.  The teacher should then distribute My Head to the class. The teacher may wish to walk students through the book, emphasizing the cover, table of contents, photographs, and glossary. Students may then skim the book independently to get a general idea of the content.
· My Head and My Mouth vocabulary activities - To prepare students to read the text, the teacher should introduce important vocabulary words using the My Head and My Mouth activity sheets.  These activities introduce important parts of the body in singular and plural forms.  During these activities, the teacher may ask the students to identify irregular plural forms.   Note:  The teacher may wait to use the My Mouth activity sheet until after the students have read part of the book.  Mouth vocabulary words begin on p. 18 of the text.

· Skimming My Head – Teachers may wish to use this activity to introduce students to the concept of skimming for important information.

· Reading Practice – The teacher reads the book (partially or in its entirety) with the students using guided questions from the book’s table of contents.  Students can then re-read the book with the teacher (repeating the words), in pairs, or in small groups.  When students finish with the reading, they can then work on the Reading Comprehension activity.   

· Review Activities – Once the students have been exposed to the basic vocabulary, they will need ample opportunity to review the words introduced in the text.  Three sample review activities have been provided.  In Head and Mouth Vocabulary Review, students have to draw and label the parts of the head and mouth.  Teachers may also have students make self-portraits and label the parts of their own faces. A sample Bingo card has also been provided.  Teachers will probably need three – four different versions of the card, depending on the number of students in the class.  Teachers may also wish to simplify the card provided.  Finally, flashcards have been included to help students review vocabulary from My Head and Hair.


ESOL students also enjoy reviewing vocabulary through white board 
“races” (in which the teacher points to a part of the body and the 
students quickly write the word), matching activities (words and 
pictures), songs that mention parts of the body (e.g., “Head, Shoulders, 
Knees, and Toes”), Charades, Pictionary, Concentration, Go Fish, or 
Simon Says.  Teachers can also enlarge vocabulary pictures and place 
them on overhead transparencies to review with the students during a 
portion of each class.  
Finally, teachers are encouraged to use 
dialogue journals to elicit student writing about the parts of the body 
that they are studying.

· Vocabulary Quiz – Sample quizzes have been provided for My Head and Hair.  Teachers are encouraged to design quizzes for the other texts in the It’s My Body series which match the ability level of their students.

Additional Ideas:

Warm-ups:

· Evening message to emphasize new vocabulary or concepts introduced in previous class

· Vocabulary review with student-made flashcards

Journals/Learning Logs:  A sample journal is included in the parts of the body portion of the unit.  Teachers may adapt this activity to meet the needs of their students.  For example, students with limited English proficiency can be given the option to draw about a given topic and then write a few words or phrases about their body.  They can also dictate their ideas to the teacher.

The purpose of the journal is to allow students to build fluency, demonstrate comprehension, and make personal connections to the materials being studied.  Therefore, teachers should emphasize content over form when providing feedback. 

Differentiation:  The unit contains differentiated activities.  Easier versions of an activity are indicated with the letter A; more difficult versions are denoted by the letter B.  These letters are located in the upper left-hand corner of the page.

Extension Activities:  At the end of the unit, teachers may wish to have students write and illustrate an ABC book about vocabulary related to parts of the body and health.

Read Alouds for ESOL Literacy Students

Books on Tape for ESOL Literacy Students

Teachers are encouraged to provide ESOL literacy students with opportunities for independent choice reading.  Students at this level particularly enjoy listening to books on tape.  Teachers may wish to have students work together in listening centers once a week.  Generally, groups of three – four students work best.  An effective listening center needs headphones, a tape recorder or CD player, a cassette or CD, and 2 – 4 copies of the book.  (Note:  Teachers may need to record some books if a cassette is not available.)  Literacy students generally like to listen to a story two – three times.  They can then retell the story, extract new vocabulary words, or talk about their favorite parts.
