Procedures – What do I look like writing w/ PPT, digital photos, & COWS.

1) Download Template & template for writing from Blackboard.

2) Put Template on desktops of COWS machines that you will use during class so file is easily accessible to students.

3) Take digital photos of students while they work on review activity in small groups (I had them do peer to peer dictation) w/ Sony Mavica camera.

4) Insert pictures into PPT writing template & print out (should be able to do while students are still working in small groups or pairs).

5) Have students write sentences about themselves using descriptive vocab in body unit.

-- IF YOU FEEL THAT YOU OR YOUR STUDENTS ARE NOT VERY TECH SAVVY, YOU CAN STOP HERE.  FOR THE MORE ADVENTUROUS WHO WANT A FINISHED PPT PRODUCT, READ ON.

6) Work with students to correct sentence errors.

7) Have students open template on COWS & type in their sentences (their photos won’t be there yet) & save their work on the desktops or disks.

8) At this point, I saved the PPT writing template with the pictures onto a USB flash drive (I have because I noticed for our COWS, not all have floppy drives.  Some have CD drives).  Then as students finished, I opened the PPT w/ pictures on their machine, & copied their typed sentences from their file into the PPT w/ pictures.  I repeated this with each student as they finished.  Fast finishers could them read a book or practice vocabulary from an interactive website.  This step is a little tricky as some students were waiting for me to copy & paste their writing into the master file on my USB flash drive, others were having problems with the computers (some find it hard to mouse, accidentally moved something, etc.) 

9) Another thing you could do instead, if all the COWS you use have floppy drives, is to insert a student’s picture onto his/ her PPT file on his/ her computer after he/she finishes writing & then print the file out so you have the typed text & the picture.
